4.1	Opening/Closing Procedure of Rackmount Type (RKL)


4.1.1	Installing/Removing of the front bezel


Notice :	The front bezel is equipped with high-precision parts.�Installing/Removing it gently so as not to give any shock to the parts.


(1)	Removing procedure (See Figure 4.1.1)


(a)	If the decoration plates (DF-F400-UD1 : Option) are installed, remove them.


(b)	Open the panel cover and make the lock off by inserting the key and turning it in the direction shown by an arrow ((().


(c)	Pull the front bezel toward you and remove it by disengaging it from the two ball catch.


(d)	Leave the Key as being inserted into the bezel.�To remove the key, turn it in the direction shown by an arrow (�EMBED Word.Picture.6���) and pull it out.





(2)	Installing procedure (See Figure 4.1.1)


(a)	Open the panel cover on the front bezel.


(b)	Make sure that the key is inserted into the keyhole in the unlocking state (turned in the direction shown by an arrow ((()).


(c)	If the key is not inserted, insert it into the keyhole and set it in the unlocking state by turning it in the direcion shown by an arrow ((().


(d)	Fix the ball catch on the main body into the front bezel, and then press bezel against the main body unitil it is fiwed.


(e)	Turn the key clockwise as shown by the arrow (�EMBED Word.Picture.6���) to fix the front panel.


(d)	Pull out the key and close the panel cover.


(g)	In the case where the decoration plates have been installed, reinstall them.

4.1.2	Installing/Removing of the FAN ASSY


Notice :	The FAN ASSY is equipped with high-precision parts.�Installing/Removing it gently so as not to give any shock to the parts.

(a)	Pull the FAN ASSY toward you while unlatching the latch pins by sliding the latches, and remove the FAN ASSY.


(2)	Installing procedure (See Figure 4.1.2)


(a)	Press the FAN ASSY against the main body until the latch pins of the FAN ASSY fit into the latching holes with a click. Make sure that the FAN ASSYs at the rear of the rackmount type (RKL) subsystem are operating.





Notice :	When removing the FAN for the purpose of part replacement, etc., finish the work within 30 minutes and reinstall the FAN to its original position.
