1.3.1	How to attach/remove front bezel of floor model

Attach or remove the front bezel carefully following the procedure.   Otherwise, you may hurt your fingers by pinching them.


A key is necessary to attach or remove the front bezel.


The key is kept in the location accessed by an opening of the window of the front bezel �(see Figure 1.3.1).


When it is not kept there, borrow it from a subsystem administrator.





(1)	Procedure for removal


(a)	Insert the key into the keyhole of the front bezel, and turn it in the direction shown by the arrow( ((().


(b)	Holding the front bezel, slide the locking button in the direction shown by the arrow( ((().


(c)	Remove the front bezel by pulling left side of it toward you and moving to the left (  ((() to disengage the two hooks.





(2)	Procedure for attachment


(a)	Make sure that the keyhole is in the unlocking position (the slit of the keyhole is at the unlocking position.).   If not, insert the key into the keyhole, and turn it in the direction shown by the arrow(((() to put the keyhole in the unlocking state.


(b)	After making the hooks of the front bezel engaged, press the bezel against the main body until it is stopped.


(c)	Fix the front bezel by turning the key in the direction shown by the arrow( (<·······).

1.3.2	How to attach/remove rear cover of floor model

Attach or remove the rear cover carefully following the procedure.   Otherwise, you may hurt your fingers by pinching them.


(1)	Procedure for removal


(a)	Hold the rear cover with your both hands.


(b)	Pull the bottom of the rear cover toward you (in the direction shown by the arrow () to disengage the ball catches.


(c)	Move the rear cover which is in the above-mentioned status upward (in the direction shown by the arrow (), then the rear cover is detached from the upper hanger and can be removed.





(2)	Procedure for attachment


(a)	Hold the rear cover with your both hands.


(b)	Make the rear cover be detached from the upper hanger.


(c)	Then, fix the rear cover which is in the status above by making the ball catches engaged and pushing the rear cover against the main body.

1.3.3	How to attach/remove front bezel of the RK/RKA

(2)	Procedure for attachment


(a)	Make sure that the keyhole is in the unlocking position (the slit of the keyhole is in the unlocking position).   If not, insert the key into the keyhole, and turn it in the direction shown by the arrow( ((() to put the keyhole in the unlocking state.


(b)	Attach the front bezel making the hooks of it engaged, and pressing it against the main body.


(c)	Fix the front bezel by turning the key in the direction shown by the arrow( (<·······).
