3.5	Removing and Installing Components


When mounting the subsystem, remove all the Disk drives to prevent them from being applied any shock.   Leave the other components as being installed.�Check whether the each component is installed or not to remove or install it.


3.5.1	Removing front bezel

Attach or remove the front bezel carefully following the procedure.   Otherwise, you may hurt your fingers by pinching them.


(1)	Insert the key into the keyhole of the front bezel, and turn it in the direction shown by the arrow( ((().


(2)	Holding the front bezel, slide the locking button in the direction shown by the arrow( ((().


(3)	Remove the front bezel by moving it upward in the direction shown by the arrow( ((() to disengage the two hooks.


(4)	keep the removed front bezel temporarily.

(1)	Installing Battery unit

•	Install the Cache memory with the same capacity and in the same slot as those of the Controller of another system.


• Install them in the cache slots in numerical order of the slots starting from the cache slot #0.


•	When Cache memories with different capacities are to be made to coexist, install the one with the largest capacity in the cache slot #0 and #1.


(d)	Make sure that the Cache memory is firmly installed.


(e)	Insert the Controller in the specified position with the right and left levers being raised, then return in the two levers at the same time in the direction shown by the arrows ((().


(f)	Fasten the right and left fixing screws of the Controller.

(4)	Installing ENC board


Since the ENC boards of the RK and RKA are different from each other, install each of them in the specified location taking care not to install the wrong one.


The ENC (RK) board for the RK has two connectors for connecting the ENC cables.�The ENC (RKA) board for the RKA has four connectors for connecting the ENC cables.


(a) Insert the ENC (RK) board into the specified location in the subsystem with its lever being raised, then return the lever in the direction shown by the arrow ((().

(c)	Pull the handle lightly to make sure that the Disk drive cannot be pulled out.
