This setting is used to set, delete and reference a RAID group.   This function can be used in the device ready state. (The power needs not to turn on again.)


Notice :	Deletion of a RAID group indicates that all the user data of the deleted RAID group are lost.   Before deleting the RAID group, back up the user data.�For the RAID group and RAID levels which can be set by this device, refer to “3. 7  RAID Group Setting” (THEO 03-0180) in the Theory Part.
