[Procedure (-E] Formatting LU

An LU is formatted.
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The execution method of formatting is divided into three modes.

(	Formatting (normal)�A specified LU is formatted every LU.

(	Formatting (single)�A specified LU is formatted every LU and the execution progress of formatting is displayed in percentage [%].

(	Formatting (multiple)�Up to six specified LUs are simultaneously formatted and the execution progress of formatting is displayed in percentage [%].�If two LUs or more are specified and formatted during online processing, formatting and a command being executed terminates abnormally.  Click the [Formatting (single)] button and format them every LU.

Notice: 	When formatting an LU whose LU capacity is less than 100,000 (blocks), formatting may terminate abnormally.  When formatting an LU whose LU capacity is 100,000 (blocks), select “Formatting (single)”.



�For items of the LU formatting menu, the operation differs depending on the connection mode of manager and a device configuration, as listed in the following diagram.

(	When specifying “Formatting (normal)”�The screen of the following diagram is displayed until formatting of a specified LU terminates.
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(	When specifying “Formatting (single)”�The number of an LU which is currently being formatted and the progress : [%] are displayed to a specified LU.  The progress status is updated every other ten seconds.
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	When multiple LUs are specified, the progress in which formatting of an LU was executed in descending order of an LU number is displayed.

(	When specifying “Formatting (multi)”�The number of an LU which is currently being formatted and the progress : [%] are displayed to a specified LU.  The progress status is updated every other ten seconds.
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	When multiple LUs are specified, the progress in which up to six LUs were executed in descending order of an LU number is displayed.  After formatting of a LU has terminated, the progress in which formatting of the next LU was executed is displayed.



‡1 :	When a specified LU is formatted, the user data within the specified LU is lost.  When incorrectly specifying an LU, press the [Cancel] button and redo processing by selecting an LU to be reformatted.
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
