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�7.1	Before Starting Addition of Optional Component

If you make a mistake in operation during an addition of the optional component, it is feared that user data in the subsystem is lost.   Therefore, perform the following before starting the addition of the optional component to provide against an unexpected accident.

(1)	Backup user data.

Backup user data in the subsystem by the operation on the host computer side.

(2)	Backup system parameters.�Backup the system parameter according to Item (1) in Subsection 7.3.1 “Backing up system parameters” on page (INST 07-0040).

(3)	Turn off the power correctly.

Turn off the main switch of the subsystem when adding to add the optional component.�If the addition of the optional component is done without following the procedure, it is feared that user data is lost. Refer to "Powering On/Off Procedure" (See INST 02-0320, INST 03-0390, INST 04-400)





�7.2	Procedures for Adding Optional Components

(1)	Procedure for adding optional components

Be sure to close the front bezel during subsystem operation for safety.
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Customers are requested to install the Failure Notification Program (including connection of the RS232C cable) by themselves.

�7.2.1.	Unpacking

(1)	Checking exterior of optional component

Check the exterior of each component visually for distortion or damage owing to transport.

(2)	Checking contents of package

Check if the contents of the package (their model names, product serial numbers, and quantities) agree with those in the packing list shipped with the subsystem.



�7.3	Procedures for Backup

7.3.1	Backing up system parameters

The backup of the system parameter is to be done by an operation from the WEB.�Operate following the procedure below.
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Notice : •	Use an MS-DOS formatted 3.5-inch FD (1.44 Mbytes) when backing up the system parameters to an FD.�Note that backup data on the FD is overwritten.

•	No operation error of the subsystem, etc. will occur if the FD, on which the system parameters were backed up, is left inserted in the Floppy disk drive of the subsystem after the backing up has been completed.

•	The system parameters are stored in the backup FD with a file name “SYSP500. DAT” or “SYSP501.DAT” .



�Operate following the procedure below.



[Procedure (-A]  Preparation for the setting

(a)	Turn off the main switch of the subsystem and make sure that the POWER LED (green) on the panel goes out.

(b)	Turn on the main switch of the subsystem.

(c)	Please wait until READY LED (green) or ALARM LED (red) of RK front bezel is lighted and go ahead to the procedure subsequent to (d). (Please go ahead to the procedure subsequent to (d), even if READY LED (green) and also ALARM LED (red) is not lighted for more than 10 minutes)

(d)	Please confirm that WARNING LED (bitter orange) of RK front bezel is not flickering with the high speed (125 ms the intervals).�Please wait for a while (longest about 80 seconds), if it is flickering at high speed.   The high speed flickering disappears.   As for the low speed (1 second the interval) flickering, there is not a problem.

(e)	Changing the maintenance mode.

•	Single Controller�Press the SRST switch of the single Controller.

•	Dual controller

(i)	Press the SRST switch of the Controller#0.

(ii)	Wait for a while (about ten seconds) and press the SRST switch of the Controller#1 immediately (within ten minutes) after the FAIL LED (red) of the Controller#0 comes on.

Notice :	Because the Controller is shutdown status for the Maintenance Mode, the command from the host is impossible execution.   Please change it to the Maintenance Mode after the confirmation of separation of the device from the host or shutdown of the host.
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�(f)	Enter the IP address of the controller which performs the backing up of the system parameters.
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When the IP address has already been entered, update the display of the browser.

(g)	The maintenance window of the WEB is displayed.
