The compatibility evaluation tool is used to query information about storage
devices, hosts, and databases and helps you evaluate the compatibility of storage
devices, hosts, and Oracle databases. It can generate a compatibility evaluation
report.

If you select the JDBC mode, move the cursor to the question mark on the
right of the database name text box. The system prompts you to enter the
ASM instance name and the method of obtaining the ASM instance name.

If the device is a database, you must enter the database name. The default
port of an Oracle database is 1521.

If the device is a Linux, AIX, HP-UX, Solaris, or VMware host, the port number
is 22.

If the device is a Windows system, the TCP:135 port and RPC dynamic ports
(1024 to 65535) of the host must be enabled.

Obtain the default username and password from the device administrator or
product documents.

For example, if you run the wmic nicconfig get IPAddress
command on a Windows host to collect information about the host with multiple
network adapters, there are IP addresses 10.xx.xx.106 and 8.xx.xx.134. Either of
the IP addresses will be displayed on the evaluation page.

6. The information collected is saved in a .data file. The file content is plain text
and can be viewed by using a common text editor (for example, NotePad++).

7. The collection commands of the .bat script are integrated in the current script
and can be viewed directly. The collection commands of the .shell script can be
viewed in the .shell script of the corresponding host model in the command
folder at the same directory level.

Answer

If the output contains a self-defined end sign that is not included in the output
end sign dictionary, tool may fail to identify the end sign, causing a device
connection failure. Therefore, you need to manually add the self-defined end sign
to the dictionary by performing the following steps:

1. Find endconf.xml under the Installation “Huawei SmartKit\tools
\UpgradeEvaluation\packages\toolkit”path.

What should | do if the Compatibility Assessment Tool does not support the
windows file mounting?

Answer
The solution is as follows:

Step 1 Ensure that you have selected Turn on network discovery and Turn on file and
printer sharing.

Step 2 Ensure that the network configured in Turn on network discovery is the same as
that of the network adapter.

Step 3 If you cannot enable Turn on network discovery, perform the following
operations:

e  Press Windows+R. On the page that is displayed, enter services.msc and click
OK.

e On the Services page that is displayed, verify that Function Discovery
Resource Publication, SSDP Discovery, and UPnP Device Host are started.

Step 4 Verify that Workstation and TCP/IP NetBIOS Helper are started by referring to
the preceding step.

(11 NOTE

If you want to start Workstation, ensure that Computer Browser and Remote Desktop
Configuration have been started.

Step 5 On the Windows host, run the dir \\(Host IP address)\ADMIN$ command. Ensure
that the directory containing \\(Host IP address)\ADMIN$ can be accessed.

Step 6 If a prompt message is still displayed after the preceding steps, you are advised to
copy the tool to the host to perform the operations.

Symbols indicating that the preceding method is successful: On the Windows host,
run the net use \\(Host IP address)\***$ "(Host password)" /user:(Host
username) command. In the command, *** represents any of ADMIN, IPC, Users,
C, and D. If at least one of the five commands is successfully executed, and the \\
(Host IP address)\***$ directory can be accessed and has the write permission,
the preceding operations are successful.

(11 NOTE

If the preceding commands are successfully executed and you have obtained the results,
run the net use \\(Host IP address)\***$ /del command on the Windows host to perform a
restoration.

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A.4 How Do | Add an Oracle Driver to the
Compatibility Assessment Tool?

Answer

How do | manually add the Oracle driver JAR package to the tool file when the
key driver is unavailable for adding an Oracle database?

Close the compatibility evaluation tool and perform the following steps:
1. The name of the Oracle driver package is ojdbc8.jar.

2. The JDBC page is displayed. Click JDBC Download to go to the page for
downloading drivers.

3. Click Oracle Database 18c(18.3) drivers.

4. On the displayed page, select Accept License Agreement. Click ojdbc8.jar to
download the drive JAR package to a local path( This example is only for
reference. Customers shall be responsible for obtaining and using the software
within the scope of authority).

Note: After clicking ojdbc8.jar, if you have not logged in to Oracle, the page for
login or registration is displayed. If you already have an Oracle account, enter the
user name and password as prompted and click Sign in. If you do not have an
Oracle account, click Create Account. Enter the required information, confirm that
you agree with the terms to use the Oracle's website, and click Create Account.
Then, click the link in the email sent to you to activate your account.

5. Ensure again that the compatibility evaluation tool is closed after the ojdbc8.jar
driver package is downloaded successfully. Right-click the SmartKit icon and
choose Open File Location from the shortcut menu. Copy the obtained ojdbc8.jar
driver package to the Huawei SmartKit\tools\upgradeEvaluation\lib directory.
Restart the compatibility evaluation tool and the Oracle database can now be
connected.
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
