Actions for "Backup with the same name already
exists"

Do the following:

Check if a backup file with the same name already exists:

Go to backup directory with cd /cluster/home/cudb/swbackup, enter
11 or 1s command for display content of directory, and check if that backup
with the same name already exists.

Perform the backup again using a name that is not already in use.
