Note: Do not install the CUDB Customer Tools on any blade or Virtual Machine

(VM) of a CUDB node. Instead, install them on external computers, that
are only needed during the installation preparation.

4 Installation

Perform the following steps to install the CUDB Customer Tools software:
1. Extract the tools in the selected directory with the following command:
tar -xvf <cudb-customer-tools>.tar

In the above command, <cudb-customer-tools> is the name of the file
downloaded as described in Table 1.

2. Foreverytoolincluded in the package, a new . tar file is going to be extracted.
Extract every tool as before with the following command:

tar -xvf <tool>.tar

In the above command, <tool> is the corresponding tool file name obtained
from the previous step.

3. Once every tool is extracted, refer to the specific tool documentation for
further reference.
