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1. Verifying the BSC's SW versions
The purpose of this inspection is to verify the SW versions, comparing them with the Delivery Catalogue, and making sure that the data in the modules is not corrupted.

For more information, refer to BSC commissioning overview .

1.1 Steps
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1. Start an MML session
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Print out all SW packages installed on disks (WQO) 

ZWQO::,LPT0; 
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Perform a verification for each SW package (WQB) 

The display will print out on the printer during the execution of the command WQB . 
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Check if any faults have been detected 

Compare the printout with the Delivery Catalogue.

1.1.1 Expected outcome

The SW verification should be faultless and the versions should be the same as those listed in the Delivery Catalogue.

1.1.2 Unexpected outcome

· If some faulty modules are found, replace them with new ones.
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
