Installation 

Nokia Flexi EDGE BTS Manager is available from Nokia Online Services (NOLS). Before installing, please review the System Requirements for information on the minimum hardware and software requirements. 

To Install Nokia Flexi EDGE BTS Manager: 

1. Start Microsoft Windows, ensuring that an internet connection is available. 

2. Download the Nokia Flexi EDGE BTS Manager Installation Package from NOLS. For more information about NOLS, contact your Nokia customer support representative. 

3. Locate the Nokia Flexi EDGE BTS Manager Installation Package on your PC, using the Windows Explorer. Double-click on the setup.exe program icon in the window. 

4. Follow the instructions displayed in the Setup program.
