Codeplug Version Rollback Tool for ASTRO25 RADIOS

DO NOT BLAME US IF YOU GET FIRED FOR MESSING AROUND WITH YOUR WORK RADIO!!!



The P25 Forums technical team is pleased to present the following utility which will modify the codeplug partition of ASTRO25-family radios, changing the "last programmed with" codeplug version back to R12.00.00 (or R09.00.00 in our separate R9 release, intended for FPP+Trunking portable radios.)

First, there are some things you need to know before using the attached utility.


Technical background:

This mod works on ALL ASTRO25-series radios.

Motorola CPS tags the codeplug partition with a 1-byte CPS version identification string each time you WRITE to a radio. Once written to, you cannot use an older version of CPS to read from the radio. (Example: If you have CPS R12.00.00, and the codeplug is at R12.00.00, once you write with CPS R17.01.00, you cannot go back to R12.00.00. You must use R17.01.00 or newer.)

The mod simply rolls back the version byte to 17h (CPS R12.00.00) or 13h (CPS R09.00.00). This is located in the codeplug partition, at block 71, offset 7.

The end-result is you may once again use your older versions of CPS to program your radios. Why is this cool? Well some of us think CPS 17 is a piece of crap, so it's nice to go back to CPS R16.01.00, which is stable.

Note: These patches will only roll back CPS R17.01.00 or older. Once CPS R18.00.00 comes out, we will release another patch. The reason for this is our patch verifies the values, before allowing the write to proceed. It's a safety measure.

DO NOT USE the CPS R09.00.00 rollback unless you have FPP+Trunking in your codeplug.


Downloads

cpfix-codeplug-version-rollback-R12.zip <-- Full installer, for R12

CpFix_new_again.zip <-- Zip containing updated R9 and r12 rollback .enc files, drag desired .enc file to the same directory as cpfix.exe



How do I use it?

IMPORTANT: There are two patch versions. One for FPP+Trunking portable radios (R9 CPS), and the other is for radios programmed with anything newer than CPS R12.00.00. If you do not have FPP+Trunking in your flashcode, use the R12 patch.

You cannot brick your radio with these patches.

Download the attached zip file and install the CPFix application. It is not fully compatible on Windows 7 64-bit computers and may have issues with USB cables on 64bit OS's. Sorry.

If you have already downloaded and installed the TMS-to-PWR mod, 2K modes mod or ASK/ACK unlock from another thread, you do not need to download the entire installer again. Simply download the file called CpFixFilePackage_CPREV12.zip and unzip the file called CpFixFilePackage.enc into:

C:\Program Files\Motorola\CPFix\

It will prompt you to overwrite the existing CpFixFilePackage.enc file. You may choose "YES".

If you have a FPP+Trunking portable radio, then you will need to use the CpFixFilePackage_CPREV9.zip file. Follow the same instructions above.

Beware you have just overwritten the script for the previously-installed mod. If you wish to utilize that file again, make a backup of the C:\Program Files\Motorola\CPFix\CpFixFilePackage.enc file first. Or keep multiple installations in separately-named directories.

Connect a radio to the programming cable.
Connect programming cable to computer.
Run CPFix.exe
Select port which radio is connected to.
Click "GO".
Wait for the progress bar to complete.
Click "Cancel" to exit the program, or connect another radio and click "Go".
Done.
