2. REQUIREMENTS
2.1 Requirements

1. Acronis True Image Bootable CD with a Total Recall 80G HDD image. 

2. Any PC that has a CD-Rom installed and an available IDE channel and necessary peripherals eg. Keyboard and Mouse, Monitor.

3. OS is not required.
4. Hard Disk Drive (80G or bigger size; 250G is fine), you will lose all data currently stored on the HDD.
5. Make sure that boot from CD is enabled in the BIOS 

3. Procedure
Step 1: Power off the PC
Step 2: Install HDD after jumper setting to master which will be Total Recall HDD into the PC and connect the mouse and keyboard, monitor. 
Step 3: Turn on the power and insert Acronis True Image bootable CD with a Total Recall 80G HDD image (provided from Comsec TR) 

Step 4: Acronis True Image software will start from CD.

Select the Acronis True Image (full version) start up and press Enter 
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Step 5: You will see the Recovery option after successful boot up and then click Recovery from the menu using mouse.
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Step 6: Please click NEXT> to continue when Welcome to the Restore the Data wizard dialog box appears on the screen.
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Step 7: Select the TRLV4.60-Part-80G.tib from the CD Drive. Please refresh the tree menu if you can not see the file name. Clicking  + or – in the tree menu will refresh folders.
Please click Next> when you select the TRLV4.60-Part-80G.tib
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Step 8: Select the ( Restore Disks or Partitions and click Next >
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Step 9: On the next screen please select the (Disk1 and click Next>
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Step 10: Please select the ( No, I do not want to resize partitions on Restored Partition Resizing option
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Step 11: Click Next> after selecting the target HDD (it shouldn’t matter whether it is blank HDD or there are existing partitions.)
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Step 12: Click Next> after selecting the (Yes, I want to delete all the partition on the destination hard disk drive before restoring.
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Step 13: Click Next> after selecting (No, I do not 
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Step 14: Please click Proceed  when you see the summary of the Disk Partition Recovery from Archive.
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Step 15: Please wait…  It might take a while to restore the disk.
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Step 16: Click OK and close Acronis True Image application 
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Step 17: Turn off the PC and detach the HDD and install into the Total Recall Unit after jumper setting to master.
