UnixWare 7.1.1 Installation

Before starting make sure you have the three UnixWare 7 Install CD’s media.

Step 1. With the power off, insert the first UnixWare 7 installation CD 1 of 3 into the primary

nodes CDROM drive.

Step 2. Turn on your computer. After displaying hardware information, the message

Starting UnixWare... and the animated SCO logo appears. It may take

several minutes to load the system from the installation CD.

Step 3. When prompted, Choose the English language.

Step 4. After the software has been extracted, the Welcome window appears, press

<F10>.

Step 5. Select the zone, locale and keyboard information. Follow the screen prompts and

<F1> for more help. Use the <arrow> keys to navigate round. Here is a example:

! Zone -> Western Europe -> <F10>
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! Locale -> English Great Britain -> <F10>

! Keyboard -> British -> <F10>

Step 6. The License screen will appear. Enter license information. This will be one of

the departmental licenses that you received with the two node license bundle. Make

sure you install the license or not all the packages will be installed that is needed for

NSC. Press <F10> to continue.

Step 7. When the system prompts Install HBA diskette, insert your HBA diskette

(the one you created earlier on in this guide) in the diskette drive in the order shown

below, <select> Install HBA diskette and <F. It can take several minutes to

read the diskette. After the diskette is loaded, you are then prompted to install any

additional HBA diskettes you have. Continue until you have loaded all your HBA

diskettes.

The order in which you should load your HBA diskettes is shown here:

! Compaq supplied or created HBA diskette containing the host bus adapter

driver for your system. This diskette was created from the EFS 7.32a, see

Download and Create Compaq EFS diskettes section of this document.

<select> Install HBA diskette and <F10>.

! After you have installed, all your drivers <select> Proceed with

installation and <F10>.

Step 8. At the Device Configuration Utility (DCU) window, <select> Do not

enter the DCU ( auto-configure drivers) and <F10>.

Step 9. Enter the node name. This is the Cluster Hostname that you recorded in the

Information needed during installation section of this guide. This will be the

Cluster name.

Step 10. At the Installation Method window, <select> Install from CD-ROM and

<F10>.

Step 11. At the Disk Configuration Menu, press <F2>. <select> Customize disk

partitions to edit the partitions. <Move> the cursor to the second slice. The

first slice is the Compaq system partition.

Use following to assist you in configuring the disk:

! Type column -> <F2> -> Unix System -> <enter> -> <TAB>. This is to

specify the partition type

! Status column -> <F2>. This sets the active partition. Make sure the Unix

partition is set to Active.

! <TAB> -> % -> <99> -> <F10>. This allocates the space for the Unix partition.

Make sure the rest of the disk is configured.
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After you have made you selections <F10> to continue.

Step 12. <select> Customize filesystems and slices and then <F10>.

Please note that there are no memfs type filesystems for the failover to work.

Follow these steps if you need help to configure the filesystems and slices.

! Customize Filesystems and slices -> <F10>.

! <TAB> -> / - > size=3000

! <TAB> -> stand -> size=40.

! <TAB> to /tmp -> <F2> -> <select> off

! <TAB> to /var/tmp -> <F2> -> <select> off

! Verify that the space you allocated leaves enough space for the OSU partition. In

other words, there must be unallocated space equal to the root file system size

(3gig) plus 10 percent. Press <F10> to continue.

Step 13. Choose Customize disk options and press the <F10> key. Use the <TAB>

key to move between fields and the <F2> key to toggle the value. Set all choices to

no except the Install a new boot sector field, this must be set to yes.

Press <F10> when done.
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Step 14. When the Choose System Profile screen is displayed follow the instructions

below, DO NOT DESELECT ANY ITEMS THAT UNIXWARE HAS SELECTED BY

DEFAULT, ONLY DESELECT THOSE THAT ARE STATED BELOW:

! <select> Custom Installation of Packages and then <F10>.

! <select> Core System Services and then <F10>.

! <select> Extended OS Utilities and then <F2>.

! <select> Select individual packages and then <enter>.

! <select> Kernel Debugger and OS Multiprocessor Support (OSMP)

by using the <space bar>, use the <page up> <page down> keys to see all the

packages. Press <enter> to return to the Select/Deselect Services

window.

! Make sure that all packages for (Online Data Manager) ODM are selected.

! Use the <page down> to display remaining packages and <select> SCO

Netware and then <F2>. <select> Select no packages (OFF) and then

press <enter>.

! <F10> to return to the Current Selections window.

! <select> Accept current selections and continue and then <F10>

In summary you must have selected kernel debugger, OSMP support,all ODM

packages, deselected SCO Netware packages and NOT deselected any other packages.

Step 15. At the Choose Platform Support Module window, choose Intel MP

Specification and then <enter>. Do not select the Compaq option.

Step 16. When the Network configuration window is displayed. <select> Defer

network configuration and then <F10>.

Step 17. Enter the date, time and timezone and then <F10>.

Step 18. In the Security level window. <select> Traditional and then <F10>.

Step 19. In the System owner name window. Enter the system owner as owner.

Enter the login name as owner and <TAB>. Enter a password, twice and then

<F10>.

Step 20. Enter root’s (superuser) password.

Step 21. View the licenses terms and <select> Accept and then <F10>.

Step 22. When prompted to continue the installation <F10> to continue.

Step 23. After you confirm that you want to install the software, the software load begins.

Step 24. During the software extraction from the first CD, the HBA diskette is asked for. Load

the diskette and allow the extraction to continue. You can track the installation

process by viewing the progress indicators. After the software is loaded, the kernel

(/stand/Unix) will be rebuilt. This takes several minutes.

Step 25. After you see a message indicating that the kernel was rebuilt, remove all diskettes,

tapes, and CD-ROMs from the various drives and press <any key> to reboot. The

system reboots. After the reboot a few windows are displayed showing status of the

installation.

Step 26. At the mouse window <select> PS/2 Compatible mouse. Enter 2 at the

number of buttons. A window will appear and allow you to test the mouse

operation. If you selected the incorrect mouse you can always go back and re-select.

Follow the screen prompts for instructions.
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Step 27. Once the system setup has completed, you are prompted to load the second

UnixWare 7 Release 7.1.1 CD (2 of 3). When installing the second CD_ROM,

deselect Enhanced Event Logging System at the Select Products to

Install menu by using you <space bar>. Press <enter> to start the install. Do not

add any packages that can be done after installation.

Step 28. When the 3 rd UnixWare 7 Release 7.1.1 CD is asked for <F8> to Defer.

Once the system reboots a system login is given.
