1.01 This section covers the B service wire clamp 
used for making electrical bond to the metallic 

shield of the service wire when attached to the 
bond bracket in a pedestal closure. 

1.02 The clamp will accommodate up to six 2-pair 
service wires (three per side) or four 5-pair 

service wires (two per side).
