2.001 On Page 2, add the following note to para­
graph 1.08: 

NOTICE 

Note: The KS-20522 controller has Qeen de­
veloped to provide, in a solid-state unit, the 
same functions as contacts in the ammeter re­
lays. The controller contains no moving parts or 
heated filaments; ·therefore, it should provide 
more reliable service than the mechanical con­
tacts. The KS-20522 controller is available as 
part of a modification kit which includes 
mounting hardware, wire, installation and wir­
ing information, and, where required, some 
minor external components. There will be a 
modification kit available for several different 
applications. For additional information, see

associated circuit description. 
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
