The marker having itsMCB or
MCC relay falsely operated will not fail on the
number group in which the trouble exists.

5. ANALYSIS OF TROUBLE

5,01 An MCB relay falsely operated on a num=
ber group connector will cause interfer=
ence between the terminating marker conmnected

to the circuit in trouble and themarker having
the MCB relay falsely operated, Ilowever, the
marker having its MCB relay falsely operated
will not fail when used with the circuit in-

volved, An MCC relay falsely operated on a
number group comnnector will have a similar
reaction,

5,02 When XS andXF trouble indications appean

it can be assumed that an MCB relay is
falsely operated, No XS +trouble indications
will appear if anlMCC relay is falsely operated,
since the NS leads are not wired through these
relays, Ilowever, when only XF indications
appear, it must be assumed that either the MCB
or MCC relay is operated as the indicator may
be busy at the time a marker attempts to dis-
play an XS trouble indication for a falsely,
operated MCB relay. -
