1. GENERAL 66B3-50 White
1.01 The 66-type connecting blocks (Fig. 1 through 66B4-3 White
10) consist of multiple terminal connectors
inserted in molded plastic blocks and held in place 66B4-25 Gray
by retaining plates. 66B5-37 (A&M) White
1.02 This section is reissued to provide coverage 66M1-25 Gray
of the 66B4-3 connecting block (Fig. 4), to 66M1-50 White ¢

add comcode numbers to Table B, and to show
the 66B5-37 connecting block rated A&M.

1.03 #The new 66B4-3 block is intended as a
connection point to multiple up to three pairs,
primarily in residential installations.4

1.04 The 66B3-50C connecting block (Fig. 5)

replaces the F-57001 connecting block, and
the 66B4-25C (Fig. 6) replaces the F-57000 block
and can be used in place of the F-56999 block.
These new blocks are the same as the F-Spec
blocks, except for 12-inch cable stubs. The KS-16689,
List 3 plugs are terminated in standard color-code
sequence.

1.05 Information on the F-Spec blocks was
formerly contained in Section 461-605-100.
