4. If longer loop operation is required, the extension tel~<phone must be modified by adding &Rries diodes 
to the telephone so that its de: resistance aatches that of the coin telephone. When an extension is 
used with a Type 1208 tl<lephone, wire four FD-1029-HT diod~<s in &l<ril<s with tbe tip or ring conductor 
of the extension. This change to the extension telephone will allow the coin telephone to be uaed at 
the higher table limits.
