3. INSTALLATION 

Mounting Cords 

3.01 These sets are equipped with plug-endL'' 
mounting cords. ThPy can be connc\·ted ~ · 

the ke.\· equipnwnt using· inside wiring cable and 
fi(i E-ty Jll' l'Olllleding bloch. ur an A:Z:iB l'Ollnl'C l, .;· 
cable. 

3.02 In sets with (i:lfi-type KL'.\·s, mounting cu< 
line and lamp leads are groupl•d into waff 
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on a per line basis which allows easy rearrangement 

of lines to pickup buttons within set. 

Speake1phone 

3.03 When speakerphone control unit is located 

near telephone set, use a 66E-type connecting 

block or 149-type adapter to gain access to the 

required leads. A separately ordered loudspeaker 

and transmitter must be installed and wired to 

the control unit when speakerphone is provided. 

Refer to Division :)12 for speakerphone connections 

to these sets . 

Exclusion 

3.04 When exclusion is required with the 1:)6:)-type 

sets, install the D-17993:) Kit of Parts as 

follows: 

(1) Remove housing. Remove hand hold cover 
and replace left hand line switch plunger 

(\·iewed from front of set) with P-14A613 plunger 

furnished in kit of parts. Replace hand hold 
cover. 

(:2) Insert the P-344859 bracket into the T slots 
on the line switch bracket. 

Un Tighten the P-180922 screw to hold the 
bracket to the T slots. 

(4) Mount the exclusion switch assembly to the 

bracket and secure in place with P-340560 
spring (Fig. :3). 

Replace the housing before making 
any tests. The housing serves to 
position the exclusion switch and tilts 
the spring pile-up so that is clears 
bracket. 

3.05 The exclusion switch should meet the following 

requirements after installation: 

(1) The exclusion plunger shou ld remain in the 

operated position when pulled up to the full 

extent of its stroke and hold its position when 

:)0 grams or l es~; of force are applied to the 

center of the plunger. 

(:2) The plunger should release from the operated 

position when the handset is dropped from 

a distance of 1/ 4-inch above the plunger. 
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3.06 Connections for the exclusion switch are 
given in the appropriate service section. 

Polarity Guard 

3.07 Polarity guard protection for the 2:iY:3 (MD) 

or 2:)B;3 (MD) dial can be provided by the 

installation of a P-HOD0:)2 guard assembly. Polarity 

guards should be installed only when authorized 

by local instructions to prevent battery and ground 

reversals encountered in end-to-end signaling. For 

ease of installation, make necessary connections to 

the terminals of the polarity guard before mounting. 

Install guard in set by loosening or removing 

right-hand dial mounting screw to facilitate placing 

polarity guard bracket as shown in Fig. 4. Retighten 

dial mounting screw. Polarity guard can not be 

used with sets having 25B3 (MD) dial if speakerphone 

is furnished.

Buzzer 

3.08 A bracket and mounting screws are provided 

in the 1:)65-type sets for mounting a KS-8109L2 

(AC or DC) buzzer (Fig. 4). Buzzer can be used 

in place of ringer or as an auxiliary audible signal 

if spare mounting cord conductors are available. 

A second KS-8109L2 buzzer can be installed on a 

70-type bracket, ordered separately, mounted on 

top of the HlA ringer. The KS-20419 (10 volt AC 

only) buzzer is an insulated buzzer which can be 



mounted in an~· conven ient location with a single 
sc rew which must be prov ided. 

Auxiliary Terminal Strip 

3.09 A te rmi na l stri p assembly may be ordered 
sepa rate ly to provide additiona l terminals 

fo r co nn ect ing aux il iary equipment, if required. 
Refe r to Ordering G ui de . This term inal st ri p 
attaches lo t he li ne switch bracket (Fig. :~). 

Signaling 

3.10 Pick up buttons of the ke~· s used in these 
sets may be con\'erted fo r s igna ling as 

fo llO\\'S:

e l.)(i .) HK-last three pickup buttons 

e l :J():J LK-last pickup bu tton 

3.11 Keys a re con\'ertible by remo\'ing the P-1:2A89:2 
sc rew detai l and making the necessa ry wiring 

changes. 
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D esig na tion S trips 

3.12 Use Form E-:J00:2A or E-.)00:2B as a station 
number card for these sets and Form E-4:227-G 

as a designation strip. Both are installed by sliding 
under P-:2.>E7H;) (MD) card retainers on back s ide 
of faceplate. If set is equipped with P-:2 ;)£HO:~ 

and P-:2(i!).)()l retainers, place number card and 

designation strip into card retainers, bend retainers 
slightly and install from front side of faceplate. 

3.13 All unused pickup ke~· positions should be 
blocked inoperati\'e by using a P-1:2A/i;)H 

b locking ring . Insta ll ring between key plunger 
and coverplate of button and collar assembl~· as 
shown in Fig. ;J. One ring is shipped loose with 

these sets.
