The buttons are 
imprinted with graphics of four colors that shade in 
array from yellow to rust. The set contains an elec­
tronic dial-network circuit to proYide 
TOUCH-TONE® dialing. It also contains an elec­
tronic tone ringer with an on-off control buttion and 
is equipped with a N-type handset.
