2.00 GENERAL

2.01 Mounting KS-16705 is designed to provide

arrangements for a standard coin collector
at outdoor drive-up and walk-up public telephone
locations (Fig. 1).

2.02 The walk-up public telephone is for pedes-

trians. It can be mounted on the same type
of post as the drive-up telephone or on a wall or
similar surface (Fig. 2 and 3).

2.03 The drive-up public telephone makes it
possible for a customer to place a call with-
out leaving the vehicle (Fig. 4).

3.00 DESCRIPTION

3.01 Each mounting consists of a weather hood,

backboard, subscriber set housing, and a
fluorescent light fixture. The backboard serves as
a mounting surface for all the major items in-
cluding the coin collector (Fig. 5). Backboard is
designed to accept security studs.

3.02 An extension mast for attaching public tele-

phone signs can be used on top of the
mounting post. Two spacers are furnished with
the KS-16705, List 70 mast to space out the ends
of signs (Fig. 4). When mast is not used, a cap
is placed on the post (see Fig. 8).
