1.03 The lubricating symbol in the text of the
figure indicates lubricationdirections as
follows:

O1 Apply one drop of oil
02 Apply two drops of oil
03 Apply three drops of oil
G  Apply thin coat of grease
SAT Saturate (felt oilers, washers,
wicks) with oil

1.04 Use TP88970(KS7470)oil at all locations

where the use of oil is indicated. Use
TP88973 (KS7471) grease on all surfaces where
grease is indicated.
