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1. GENERAL

1.01 This section contains the specific lubrication procedures for the

28 apparatus cabinets. This section andthe section covering tele-
typewriter general lubrication provide the complete lubrication infor-
mation for the cabinets.

1.02 The lubricantstobeused and their method of application are those

given inthe general lubrication section. The lubrication symbols
used in this section are the sameas those in the general section. How-
ever, the symbols O2and O4are usedin this section to specify that three
or four drops of 0il, respectively, are to be applied at the points indi-
cated.

Note: In this section, referencetotheuse of Lubriplate on the cab-
inet slides pertains to the initial lubrication at the factory; there-
after, these surfaces should be relubricated withthe grease recom-
mended in the general lubrication section.
