DESCRIPTION 

1. CENERAL 

1.01 This section contains general information describing 
handsets. It is reissued to include information on the 

GlD, G2CR, and G2D handsets and to list the codes of hand­
sets equipped with retractile cords. Information is also included 
on colored handsets. 

1.02 Due to extensive changes, marginal arrows have been 
omitted. 

1.03 The addition of the eullix R to the code number of a 
handset indicates that the handset is equipped with a 

retractile cord, as shown on Tables B and D. 

1.04 Information covering the use of handsets in the proper 
transmission :wne is covered in Section C30.002, Trans­

mission Zoning of Station Apparatus.

Z. DESCRIPTION 

2.01 The following firres are included in this practice: 
Fi~. 1, 2, and showing the three basic types of 

handsets, .t:, F, and G, respectively; Figs. 3 and S showing 
push-to-talk handsets, F3 and G2, respectively; and Figs. 6 and 
7 showing bushin~s for explosion-proof handsets, F6A and 
F6B. Associated w1th Figs. 1, 2, 3, 4, and S are Tables A, B, C. 
D, and E, respectively, showing the uses of the various hand­
sets. 

2.02 Licbtwelrht Fl-t:rpe b&~~daeta may be distinguished 
from the regular handsets by their lighter weight plas­

tic, hollow handle, and an embossed dot following the code 
number on the handle. Transmitter and receiver caps for light­
weight handsets are not interchangeable with regplar caps 
because the threads are different. Caps for the heavier hand­
sets have a number molded in the center of the underside of 
the grid; lightweight caps do not have such a number. 

2.03 A Iicbtweicbt handaet abould not be a.ed to replaee a 
rerular bandaet. Its lighter weight may not operate 

reliably a switchhook designed for a regular handset. 

2.04 Pueb-to·talk Handaete: F3- and G2-type handsets are 
equipped with a push-type switch in the center of the 

handle. (See Figs. 3 and 5.) This switch closes the transmitter 
circuit, removes a transmitter shunt. or performs some other 
function depending on the type of equipment associated with 
the handset. 

2.05 Erploeion-proof Handaeta: F6A and F6B handsets are 
approved by the Underwriters' Laboratories, Inc. for 

use with telephone sets for hazardous locations. The handset 
cord is attached to the telephone set by means of a bushing 
that is designed to confine any possible burning gases to the 
interior of the telephone set. The F6A and F6B handsets are 
not interchangeable, as shown in Figs. 6 and 7. At least five 
threads of the threaded bushing must engage the threads in the 
housing. Each F6A or F6B handset is a factory assembled unit 
including the cord and bushing. II any part, except the trans­
mitter cap or receiver cap, requires replacement, replace the 
entire bandeet uaembly.
