It 
has a DI6D (I6-conductor) mounting cord and re­
places 410CA, CC, 411AA, AC, CA, CC, and 511A/B 
telephone sets. An auxiliary terminal block, shown in 
Fig. 5, is not required with 511C/D sets.
