1.00 INTRODUCTION 

This section covers the c,gmbination of appa­
ratus, circuit diagrams, and connections for the 212A, 
B, and C hang-up type hand telephone sets when 
used with induction coil type subscriber sets for either 
manual or dial common battery service. 

2.00 GENERAL 

2.01 The 212A, B, and C types may be used for all 
classes of service including party-on-tip sta­

tions of 2-party service when a message rate and tip 
party identification feature is required. 
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2.02 The 212A and C are the same as the 212B 
with the exception of the type of dial number 

plate furnished. The 212B has the standard dial num­
ber plate with black letters and red numerals.
