1.00 INTRODUCTION 

COMMUNITY DIAL OFFICE SERVICE 

LOCAL BATTERY - CONNECTIONS 

This section covers the combination of appara­
tus, circuit diagram, and connections for the 193GL 
and HL coin collectors when used for postpay service 
on a 10-cent initial charge basis as a local battery 
talking-common battery signaling sta t ion in com­
munity dial office service areas. 

2.00 GENERAL 

2.01 The line limits within which the coin features 
of this coin collector will operate, when used as 

a local battery talking-common battery signaling 
station, is dependent upon the type and arrangement 
of the central office equipment to which it is con­
nected. This coin collector shall not be used at such 
stations without proper authorization. 
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2.02 The 193GL and HL coin collectors are used 
with the 634YD subscriber set when its use 

does not conflict with the requirements in 2.0 1.
