2.00 GENERAL 

2.01 Connections for t h is service require som e 
changes in the wiring of the coin collectors; 

therefore, the circuit diagrams herein should be fol­
lowed close ly. It should also be noted that a readjust­
ment must be made in the operating sequence of the 
switchhook contact springs. 

2.02 T hese coin collectors may be used with) 
the 634YD subscriber set as local battery 

\ talking-common battery signaling ~ations. 
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2.03 The 37 A varistor, shown in the circuit dia­
grams, is not required at postpay coin collector 

stations; however, coin collectors which are equipped
