4.22 Fig. IS revised to read: U e 5/16" x 2-1/4" hammer 
drive anchors through hole B.

heath and wood, then drill masonry with 5!16" rna onry drill. 

4.24 Revi ed to read: On 139A backboards mount the c-oin 
collector with the P-210249 screws (1/4-20 by S/8-inch 

FH rna hine screws) furnished with the backboard. Place four 
crews in the backplate of the coin collector and four in the 

rear of the coin compartment, if open. \\'here th re i a hole in 
th bottom of the coin collector. place an additional crew 
through this hole into the ba e of the backboard. If the c in 
compartment is closed the four or five screw required in the 
compartment will be added later by the collector. 

4.26 Revised to read: On 167-type backboards fa ten coin 
c-ollector with the P-210235 screws (1/4-20 by l-inch 

FH machine crews) furni hed with the backboard .. If the coin 
c mpartment is open, place four screw in the coin compart­
ment and two in the top hole of the coin call ctor backplate. 
If the oin compartment i clo ed, plac-e four screw in the coin 
coil ctor ba kplate. The four r ws ne ded in the coin com­
partment will be added later by the collector. 

5. WIRING 

5.06 Revi ed to read: With a few exception • the following 
general rules apply to the termination of wiring at coin 

coli tor tation : 
(a) t nonhandset-type coin collectors not equipped with 

an Ll terminal, run the tip and ring conductors to the 
ub crib r et and run quad wire between the coin collector 

and th ubscriber et. 
(b) At nonhandset-type coin coli ctors equipped with an 

Ll terminal, run the tip and ring condu tors to the coin 
ollector and the a sociated wiring to the u criber t. 

(c) n handset- type c in coll ctors with the induction coil 
in the I wer housing. run the tip and ring conductors to 

th coin collector and then to the ub criber et. 
(d) The ground conductor hould be run to the coin relay 

unl s otherwise specified on the connections drawing. 
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8. SHIELD 
8.01 Revised to read: The coin relay is protected by a relay 

shield which may be either a fibre shield coded KS-799-1-
or a P-349486 molded plastic shield. On coin collector equipped 
with a D-95365 contact device, a P-16A336 plastic shield should 
be used. The plastic shields are held in place by exerting slight 
pre sure on the hield near the coin relay pivot crew, and 
inserting a P-13A963 clamp between the shield and the head 
of the pivot screw. The clamp is supplied with the shield and 
should not be used with the KS-7994 fibre shield. 
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
