COMMON BATTERY - CONNECTIONS 

1. 00 GENERAL 

1. 01 The 6-button 565HDR telephone set 
is equivalent to the 565HBR telephone 

set but is equipped with a plug-ended mount­
ing cord. Mounting cord is a DS0C, 50-
conductor, plug-ended cord using even count 
color code. It is provided in 5-foot 6-inch 
length. 

1. 02 In addition to the service features of 
the 565HDR set, auxiliary services 

such as externally mounted buzzers, lamps, 
keys, etc, can be connected from the set 
by means of an auxiliary co rd. The cords 
to be used are: 

549B Key 
549D Key 
lAl Speakerphone 
3A Speakerphone 

D6AD Cord 
Dl0L Cord 
Dl0L Cord 
Dl0L Cord 

These cords are provided in 5-foot 6-inch 
length and are available in standard colors. 
Other standard cords may be employed 
as needed for 15- and 21-type lamp in­
dicators, external ringers.and external 
buzzers. 

1. 03 The 565HDR set is equipped with 
five line keys (three of which are con­

vertible to signal keys), a hold key, an 
exclu.s.ion switch, and connections for 
speakerphone use. 

1. 04 This set has a single-gong HlA ringer 
and is arranged to mount a KS-8109 

buzzer. The necessary hardware for 
mounting buzzer is provided as part of 
ringer. Buzzer shall be ordered separately 
when required. 

1. 05 An auxiliary terminal strip composed 
of six double terminals is mounted in 

a vertical position at the left of the switch 
assembly and provides facilities for 
auxiliary cord connections. 

1. 06 Lamp strip is designed to connect 
paired lamp and lamp ground leads. 

Facilities are provided for a lamp in the 
hold key position but the lamp is not part 
of the equipment. 

1. 07 Conductors required for connecting 
to speakerphone control unit are 

available at both ends of the mounting cord. 
These leads may be extended to control 
unit at the plug end by using a 148A or 
149A adapter or with the A25B connector 
cable. Where an additional mounting cord 
is not objectionable, leads may be ex­
tended from within telephone set to control 
unit by means of an auxiliary cord. 

1. 08 Cord tip insulators on 148A adapter 
must be removed to terminate con­

ductors. 

1. 09 

Do not pull insulators off with long­
nose pliers. Insulators must be 
cut off with electricians' scissors or 
diagonal pliers to prevent breaking 
conductors or stripping off cord tips.

2. 00 CONNECTIONS 

The 565HDR set is furnished wired 
for lAl key systems. These sets have 
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the red and black ringer leads wired to 
terminals RR and RT, respectively. Tele­
phone sets wired with the black and red 
ringer leads on the RR and RT terminals 

will have a plus (+) sign after the code num­
ber on base of set. Conversion tables used 
in conjunction with Fig. 1 and 2 are for 
various rearrangements.
