The NE-500 series telephone sets are designed to provide high-quality transmission and
-many years of trouble-free service. A network of circuit elements provides automatic loop compen-

sation, and ensures reliable reception by suppressing sidetone and radio frequency interference.
Access to the base-mounted components is easily effected by removing the cover. The handset and
mounting cords are anchored to the base, and are connected to the set by means of spade-tipped

conductors.

In this type
of operation, parties on one side of the line are signalled by regular code
ringing. Parties on the opposite side of the line are signalled through
the Central Office.
