TIP AND RING

Common Battery Central Offices

“Tip” (ground) side of line is connected to ground side of central
office battery

“Ring"” (battery) 51de of line is connected to live sxde of central
office battery., ;

Except — ' -

Prepayment coin collector lmes have ‘tip”’ connected to live
side of central office battery and “ring” open until operator
plugs cord in jack, which connects ‘“‘tip’’ to ground side and
‘“ring”’ to live side of central office battery.

Test for “tip” and ‘“ring” by connecting one terminal of receiver
or test set to ground and other terminal alternately to two sides of
line. ‘“Ring” side gives louder click in receiver.

With prepayment coin collector lines, have operator plug
cord in jack before making test.

COLOR SCHEME

Connect tracers of inside wire as follows—

Red tracer to * ring -side of line.

Green tracer to “‘tip” side of line.

Use yellow tracer for signaling grounad wire or other purpose

~where a third wire is required.
Tracer conductor 'of outside wire corresponds to red tracer of
inside wire and should be connected to ‘“‘ring’’ side of line.

Because of possibility of adoption
of machine ringing in other districts, use standard ringer
wiring for all new work and when changes in wiring are
made at existing installations.

Where Desk Set Without Ringer is Required at Extensnon
Station, use desk stand only (See Figure 8), except under the
following exceptional conditions, where a set” with induction coil
and condenser (ringer disconnected) should be used:

(@) Where wire run between . main and extension stations is
over 250 feet.

(b) Where main and extension stations are in different buildings
-+ (in accordance with contract order).

(c) At common battery signélirig and local battery talking sta-
tions (use set with induction coil, condenser and ringer, dis-
connecting ringer).

Where Wall Set Without Ringer is Required at Extension
Station, use wall set, disconnecting ringer.
