Spudger (1)
T9 Torx Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — RAM

Turn off the laptop and disconnect
the power adapter before attempting
this guide. Failure to do so can
result in a shock hazard.



Remove the top and middle grips that conceal 3 additional screws.

Remove the (8) 10mm T9 screws.

Remove the (5) 6mm T9 screws.

Remove back panel.

Press in on the release levers on either side of the stick of RAM.

Carefully lift and remove the RAM.
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
