Step 1 — Back Panel

Carefully wedge the plastic opening
tool between the back panel and the
device to free the clips holding the
back panel and the device together.



Work your way around the back panel to free all the clips.
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 3

Carefully remove the back panel
from the device.



Gently peel the back panel away
from the adhesive, being mindful to
keep the adhesive strip in the good
condition so that it can be used
again.


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
