e Remove middle left and middle right
screws.
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Step 5

e Open computer kickstands.

o Remove screws underneath each
kickstand.

e Lift keyboard from bottom and take
out of shell.

o Lift the white ribbon clamps securing the keyboard ribbon cables to the motherboard. You can do
this using a plastic opening tool.
