Sometimes the brush bar of the direct-drive cleaner head attachment for the Dyson V8 Absolute will
discontinue rotating if caught with too much debris. This guide will show you how to remove the
brush bar for cleaning or replacement. This device comes with two other attachment heads, a Mini
Motorized Head and a Soft Roller Cleaner Heads, with brush bars that follow similar steps in locating

the fastener to remove the brush bar.
