e Switch the battery lock to show a
red background with an unlock
symbol
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Step 3

o Flip the switch with the battery symbol on it.
@ The battery should eject if done correctly.

Step 4

e Remove the battery by lifting the
battery out.
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Step 5

& This battery contains harmful
chemicals, so it must be disposed of
properly. Please take the old battery
to a waste disposal center or
recycling center.
