Step 4 — Board removal

@ Use your spudger to pry up the board from the sides
o Do not break it
e Do not pry from the battery side
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Step 5 — Electronics removal

e CAREFULLY pry under the battery to remove it
e there are no permanent adhesives, though there may be sticky tape

@ Spectate everything from the case
