Step 1 — Base Plate

Step 2

e Wedge the spudger between the flat
side of the E-clip and the outside
wall of the slot. Then, loosen up the
clip by prying it inward with the
spudger.

/N Try not to break these clips as this
will cause structural integrity issues
upon reassembly

Step 3

e Work your way around the four clips, loosening each a little at a time. Eventually, all four clips will
be loose enough to remove the base plate.
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Step 4 — Detach Trigger Button from Base Plate

e The trigger button is held in with light tension clips. Gently pry them back to release.

Step 5 — Remove the wire from two contact points

e Use the soldering iron to remove the
existing solder.
