o Remove the 4.1 mm screws from
the motherboard using the J #000
Phillips Screwdriver.
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Step 5

e Carefully remove the tape
connected to the back of the screen
and the motherboard.

Step 6

e Use the nylon spudger to separate
the screen from the plastic casing.
