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Mr. Coffee BVMC-SJX33GT Base Replacement

This guide will demonstrate how to replace the base of the Mr. Coffee BVMC-SJX33G.
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INTRODUCTION

This replacement guide would be useful if your Mr. Coffee BVMC-SJX33GT has a broken or cracked
base. It also serves to demonstrate how to get into your coffee maker in order to make other repairs.

Make sure your coffee maker is unplugged and empty of all water before attempting to make any
repairs.

TOOLS:
Phillips #2 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Base

@ Turn your coffee maker over so that
the base is facing up.

Step 2

e Locate the seven 13.5mm screws securing the base to the coffee maker.

@ Unscrew the screws using a #2 Phillips head screwdriver.
@ Use a screwdriver with a magnetic tip to more easily remove the three screws in the back and
two in the middle.
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Step 3

e Lift base to remove.

@ If the base sticks along one edge,
do not pull at an angle. Gently tug
straight up while sliding a finger
along the edge in order to pop the
clips.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
