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Step 1 — SD Card

o Slide the bottom panel in the
direction of the arrow on the panel.

e Pull/lift open the battery cover in the
direction directly away from the
camera.
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Step 3

e Push down on the SD card next to
the battery in order to release the
SD card.

e Pull the SD memory card out of the
camera in the same way that you
would pull out the battery.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
