Step 1 — Base

e Remove the eight 11mm screws found on the bottom side of the base with a Phillips #00
screwdriver.

Step 2

e Use a plastic opening tool to separate the back and front pieces.

A Gently remove the back cover, because the wires are connected to each piece.
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Step 3

@ Unclip the wires that connect the front piece to the circuit board on the back piece.

Step 4 — Speaker

o Use a Phillips #00 screwdriver to remove the three 11mm screws to separate the speaker from its
base.
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Step 5

@ Once the screws are taken out, use tweezers to remove the hot glue from the wires.

& Be careful when removing the hot glue to ensure that the wires remain intact.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
