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Step 1 — Removing the Behringer Eurolive B212D Electronics Box

/N CAUTION: Unplug your speaker
from the power outlet.

e Remove the 8 Phillips screws from
the back of the speaker.

e Carefully remove the back panel,

lifting out the metal electronics-box
with it.

’ A To avoid damaging your speaker,
remove slowly, as there is still a wire
attached from the electronics box to
the speaker.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
