TOOLS:
Phillips #1 Screwdriver (1)
Spudger (1)
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 1 — Battery Removal

  

Flip laptop over and locate the battery release button

Push release button to the left to release battery and gently pull battery from the laptop

Step 2 — Bluetooth module

  

Locate the Bluetooth module cover on the bottom of the laptop

Loosen the M2.0×5.0 captive screw and remove the cover by by lifting it straight up

The Bluetooth module is connected to the laptop via a small cable with very fine wires - take care
not to damage the cable when you pull the module out of the case.



Gently lift the Bluetooth module up and over the retaining clip. A plastic spudger may be useful.

Disconnect the connector being careful not to damage the fine wires on the cable.
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
