
Samsung Gusto 2 Motherboard Replacement
This guide will explain how to remove the phone's motherboard in order to replace it.
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TOOLS:
Phillips #0 Screwdriver (1)
Spudger (1)
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Step 1 — Motherboard

Place the phone down flat and
remove the back panel as shown.



Step 2

Use your finger to remove the
battery.


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Step 3

 

Remove the four screws shown using a small screwdriver.

Step 4

 

Use a prying tool to remove the back cover of the phone. Once part of the cover is popped off, run
the tool along the length of the edge to remove the cover.


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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Using the prying tool,lift the orange flap that is keeping the motherboard in place.

Remove the motherboard from the phone.

Remove the four screws using a small screwdriver.

Remove the metal protective case to reveal the motherboard.
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
