TOOLS:
Phillips #1 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Earpad Assembly

  

Remove the ear pad from the earphone by gently pulling the cloth pad outwards from the slot
holding the cloth.



Work circularly until removed.

Step 2

 

Using a Phillips #1 screwdriver, remove the four fastening screws that hold the blue plastic
speaker mount in place.



Gently pull blue plastic from black housing by hand until separated.
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
