Phillips #00 Screwdriver (1)
iFixit Opening Tools (1)
Spudger (1)
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Step 1 — "TALK" Button

Remove the battery cover.

Step 2

Unplug the battery from its
connector and remove.


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Step 3

Using the Phillips #00 screwdriver,
unscrew the two 5.0 mm screws at
the bottom of the monitor.



Step 4

Separate the back half of the device
from the front using the metal
spudger.


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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 5

Remove the “TALK” button to get
access to remove the motherboard.


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
